Using Videos in a Science Lesson
RATIONALE

When teaching any subject it is important to use a variety of resources to help students understand the concepts and skills needed in your unit of study. In Science there is a definite emphasis on the direct investigation using hands-on activities. However, you should not overlook the value of other resources – text, resource books, computer software, and videos.

Many excellent videos have been produced to help teachers present information to their students. However, it is up to the teacher to decide how they are going to use this resource in the most effective way possible.

PURPOSE

For this assignment you will be required to choose a video related to a topic in the Science curriculum. You will present a segment of the video in class, explaining how it would be used with your students, and provide handouts if appropriate. The following points should be noted;

· Ensure the video you select is grade-appropriate to match the expectations of the curriculum;

· Your presentation will take the following format;

· You will introduce the video much as you would to your regular class;

· A maximum of 3 – 5 minutes of the video will be shown

· You will present a brief summary of how the video would tie in to an entire lesson. 

· A write-up must be included that follows the format on the following page.

· You may complete this assignment individually or with a partner (each person must take on a role in the presentation)
