ASSIGNMENT # 3

Slide Show Presentation – MS PowerPoint
RATIONALE

Most students enjoy the creative process and easily get bored when they are continually asked to present their material using just pencil and paper. The computer can be an extremely useful tool for letting our creativity loose. Students of all ages and abilities can be ‘turned on’ when doing a project on the computer. 

Slide show or Presentation software allows students to create a truly multimedia experience that they will enjoy creating and others will enjoy watching.

PURPOSE

For this assignment students must create a ‘slide show presentation’ using Microsoft PowerPoint. The assignment should include the following;

· A set of at least 8 slides, each with a background, title and display of information/pictures;

· A Title slide that includes a title (of course), a brief description of the presentation, and your name;

· A Table of Contents slide that includes a listing of the slides and a hyperlink to each slide.

· A half-page reflection that includes the following – your views on using presentation software with students, what you found challenging or easy in doing this assignment.

STEPS

1. The following page provides an example of an autobiographical slide show. Note the components of each slide.

2. Choose a topic of your own. Possible topics include an animal, a country, dinosaurs, my family, etc.

3. On paper sketch out the basic content of your slide show

4. Start Microsoft PowerPoint and create a new presentation. Add the new information/pictures to each slide. Finish by adding a background, adjust formatting if necessary, add your hyperlinks to the Table of Contents, print a copy.

5. Complete the reflection and hand in your assignment.
