ASSIGNMENT # 1

Tracking Student Performance – MS Excel
RATIONALE

Classroom assistants are regularly being given more and more responsibilities in the school. Rather than simply being an assistant to the teacher, many TA’s are responsible for the delivering of programs to individual or small groups of students. Part of this responsibility must include the evaluation and tracking of student progress.

Ongoing tracking allows all stakeholders – teachers, assistants, students, and parents – to observe the progress of a child and determine whether a program is ‘working’ to benefit that child.

PURPOSE

For this assignment students must create a tracking sheet for student progress using the spreadsheet program, Microsoft Excel. The assignment should include the following;

· A completed tracking sheet for a minimum of 4 students and 10 assignments each – the tracking sheet is to be well organized, fit onto 1 page, well formatted, include a descriptive title, appropriate headings;

· An easy to interpret bar or column graph for each student on a separate sheet of paper – including descriptive titles, axis labels, legend if necessary;

· A half-page reflection that includes the following – your views on tracking students, what you found challenging or easy in doing this assignment.

STEPS

1. The following page provides a table of students’ names, their corresponding assignments and the grade for each. You are to organize this ‘raw data’ into a table that can be entered into Excel. You may wish to sketch out the table on paper first.

2. Enter the information into a blank spreadsheet in MS Excel. Include your title, names of students, headings for each assignment, and the assignment marks.

3. Format the spreadsheet – widen or narrow columns/rows, make your title or headings standout by working with the fonts, add colour, etc.

4. Create a separate graph for each student using the Chart Wizard and insert it on a separate sheet. Then print your completed spreadsheet.

5. Complete the reflection and hand in your assignment.
