Special Education Information Brochure
RATIONALE

Classroom Assistants are regularly assigned to work with students with special needs. To become more effective in the classroom it would often be beneficial to have special training to deal with the exceptionalities that we are confronted with. Small school boards, however, cannot always provide this training. 

The Internet can become a valuable tool for the Classroom Assistant to research a particular disability, and help you find resources that might assist you in working with a special needs student.

PURPOSE

For this assignment students must create a brochure on one specific disability that Assistants may have to deal with in the classroom setting. Your document will be set up as a tri-fold brochure with 6 separate panels. You must include the following;

· A cover that includes the name of the disability and image that attracts the viewer. Other text can be included on the cover.

· Facts about the disability – causes, treatment, prevention, symptoms, etc.

· Resources – web, print, manipulatives, etc.

· Information and strategies for parents and teachers
You will be using MS Word or MS Publisher to create the brochure. The brochure must contain a good balance of information and related visual elements. 
SPECIAL NOTE: This is a joint assignment that will be evaluated as part of the Part 3 Computers course and the Special Education course.  Each instructor will be assessing it based on different criteria.
