Creating Worksheets 

for Language Arts and Math
RATIONALE

Countless workbooks exist for student use in both math and language arts. Many of these are quite good, while others are poorly designed. Even if you find a great set of worksheets to use with your students, they may not be appropriate for all the students in your class or for the particular unit that students are working on. As such, there will be times when it would be better to create your own worksheet to suit the specific situation.

PURPOSE

For this assignment you will be required to create two worksheets for classroom use – one for Language Arts, the other for Math. The following points will assist in the completion of this assignment;

· Each worksheet will focus on a specific grade level in the Primary/Junior division. The language/vocabulary should be appropriate for that grade;
· Instructions are to be clear and specific;
· Each worksheet must meet at least one expectation from that grade’s curriculum;
· Questions should vary in difficulty so that students are challenged at different levels of thinking;
· The worksheets are to be completed using Microsoft Word and are to include the following at least once on either or both worksheets;
· An appropriate title for the worksheet

· A space for the student’s name and date

· Enough space for students to adequately answer each question

· An appropriate size and style of font

· Clip art, word art, and/or drawing object

· A table
· A brief write-up is to be included that provides the expectations covered within that worksheet and your reflection on this assignment.
